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Abstract

In 2017, the Ministry of Education announced a new Course of Study (“Gakushu Shidou Youryou™) under which
elementary school children will learn English from the year 2020. From April, 2020, public elementary school
children of 5th and 6th grade will study English as an official subject twice a week with a government approved
official textbook (“Kyoukasho™). Also, 3rd and 4th graders are to study English once a week. English classes for
the 3rd and 4th graders are not official subjects, but so called “foreign language activity”. Since it is not an official
subject, there is not a government approved official textbook. The Ministry of Education, however, has published
“Let’s Try! 1, 2” in 2018 as sub-textbooks for the 3rd and 4th graders. Almost all the public elementary schools are
using them as their “textbooks”.

This article tries to analyze the vocabularies and sentence patterns from “Let’s Try! 17 and tries to present an
inventory of the vocabularies, and a list of fixed phrases and pattern practice sentences. According to the analysis,
there are 215 words, numbers: from one to thirty, the 26 letters of the alphabet, 101 fixed phrases (chunks), and 43

sentences and 31 phrases for pattern practice.
